South side of Chicago Street - Riverside Drive to S. Grove Ave.; west side of S. Grove
around Fountain Square Plaza.

East side of S. Grove Avenue (from alleyway); south side of Chicago Street — S. Grove to
Spring Street; west side of Spring Street.

East side of Spring Street; south side of Chicago Street - Spring Street to Villa Court.
North side of Chicago Street — Riverside Drive to north Grove; west side of north Grove
Avenue.

East side of north Grove Avenue; north side of Chicago — south Grove to Douglas Avenue;
west side of Douglas Avenue.

East side of Douglas; north side of Chicago — Douglas Avenue to Spring Street; west side of
Spring Street.

East side of Spring Street; north side of Chicago — Spring Street to Villa Court (Center
Street).

Remove asphalt surface from all streets within the project limits.

Place asphalt binder course, adjust drainage structures within the pavement.

Plant trees.

Place final asphalt surface and permanent pavement markings.

Winter / holiday shut down (prior to Thanksgiving).

Installation of paver crosswalks (April / May 2009).




Each construction stage (Items 1 through 7) will follow approximately the same
construction sequencing. Several of the stages also have storm sewer construction
and filling of sidewalk vaults.

Remove curb and gutter and front portion of sidewalk in the stage area.

Install new curb and gutter and allow for concrete curing.

Perform work necessary within this area — lighting, wiring, irrigation systems, etc.
Remove remaining portion of sidewalk along the building / right-of-way (ROW).
Install new sidewalk and concrete base for brick pavers.

Re-open sidewalk to pedestrian traffic.

Complete curb and fencing at planter boxes.

Install brick pavers at back of curb.
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Plant trees and flowers in accordance with required planting schedules.
